

















Mental Model for Kinds of Sentences

Declarative—A declarative sentence makes a statement
and ends with a period.

Example: The dog found his bone.

Interrogative—An interrogative sentence
asks a question and ends with a question mark.

Example: How many students are in
this room?

Imperative—An imperative sentence gives a command.

Example: Sit still and listen.

Exclamatory—An exclamatory
sentence shows strong feeling and
ends with an exclamation mark.

Example: This movie is scary!
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Mental Model for Simple
and Complex Sentences

Some twins are short; some twins are tall.

Some sentences are short. Some sentences are long. But they are
still two different sentences.

He ran. He jumped.
She played. She won.
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Twins can be joined together with
string.

Sentences can be joined together with
conjunctions:

but, or, nor, for, so, yet, and

He ran, and he jumped.
She played, and she won.
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Or, twins can simply hold hands,

just like semicolons joining two short
sentences that are closely related but
not joined.

He ran; he jumped.
She played; she won.
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
